A
child being the centre for parents and teachers there
are certain conferences, workshops and continuous
education that could give both parents and teachers
extra guidance to deal with the students.
Consideringit, following workshops were organised.
Report About Parenting Workshop for Pre-Primary
and Primary Section

A parenting workshop was arranged by the school for
the parents of students of the Pre-Primary and the
Primary sections, namely Mini K. G. to Sr. K. G. and
Std. | to V on Saturday, 28th August 2021 between
10.00 a.m. and 11.30 a.m. and 12.00 noon and 1.30
p.m. respectively and were broadcasted for the
parents via YouTube Live. The speaker for the same
was Ms. Ishwari Marathe, a professional Clinical
Psychologist having completed her Masters in Clinical
Psychology and advanced training in Rational Emotive
Behaviour Therapy.

After the protocols such as the prayers, the welcome
speech, and the introduction of the chief guest were
followed, the actual session began. It was based on
the topic of 'The factors causing stress amongst
students, especially during the current times, and the
probable solutions to the issues’. The topics for the
same was based on the red flags indicating that the
child is stressed, which included disturbing sleep-
wake cycle resulting in issues with concentration,
increased frequency of tantrums, irritability, sudden
crying, throwing things, fussiness, reluctance to
attend online sessions shown by getting up from the
place very frequently, doing something completely
different, sudden over-dependence on parents,
regression to a previous stage of development,
delinquent behaviour at a slightly older age and
sudden self-isolation. Here, Ms. Marathe also gave
the parents a chance to reflect upon the behaviour of

Emus belong to a group of flightless running birds known as ratites, the most primitive of the modern bird families.
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their own children, in order to help them realize if
there were any such symptoms seen in their own
child.

The speaker then gave certain tips and tricks to help
parents deal with the stress in their own wards, which
were as follows: -

1. Parents must avoid judging children or labeling
them.

Teach the child to label the emotions. Here, she
also threw light upon the myth that the children
do not have negative emotions.

Parents must make their child open up by asking
them open-ended questions, over a period of
time. In case of older children, the parents could
encourage them to maintain an emotional
journal.

Draw my emotions was another activity
suggested by the resource person, where she
suggested the parents to give the child emotion
and ask the child how he/ she felt. Then, ask the
child to pick up a crayon to denote that emotion.
Colours would help the parents at a later stage to
determine how the child is feeling.

The speaker suggested the parents to pick up
characters from the stories which are close to the
child and ask the child to describe how the
character must be feeling in a particular situation
inthe story.

The parents must allow the child to face the
negative emotions as unless one does not feel the
negative emotions, coping mechanisms cannot be
developed, leading to unhealthy coping
mechanisms in adulthood, such as binge-
watching videos, drinking alcohol, binge shopping
etc. Activities such as giving clay, asking the child
to throw balls, engaging them in basic sports
activities and scribbling when the child is upset,
may help the child to cope with stress. The parents

must acknowledge the child's negative emotions
and teach them to deal with them.

Parents should not spank or scold the child when
something unto worth is done by the child. They
must hold them close to themselves to stop them
from breaking more things and talk to them later.
Parents must praise and reward the child when
the child shows the right behaviour. The desired
efforts must be praised.

The parents must explain the rationale behind
what needs to be done rather than passing
orders.

Parents must dedicate a specific time for them
and do anything with them to make them feel
secure.

The parents must talk to their children about
what they liked about their day and what they
didn't.

Parents should involve children in actual
activities like magic shows, doing yoga together,
and playing games such as ludo and snakes and
ladders with them.

Teach the children basic breathing exercises. This
can be made interesting by giving them a softball
and asking them to squeeze it when they breathe
in and breathe out or by placing a paper bag on
their face and observing it inflate and deflate as
the childinhalesand exhales.

Parents could help children calm down by playing
music.

Parents must take the child close and hug the
childin ordertosoothe the nervous system.

Soft toys and soft blankets could also prove to be
soothing for the children.

The parents could develop a calming kit for the
child by taking a box and decorating it. The box
could include things that would give the child
visual comfort, a nice aromatic lotion, a soft

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textured cloth, a nice chime that would calm the
child using its auditory abilities, and a few snacks
to calmthe pallet.

The parents could help the children solve their
own problems by giving them a list of solutions
and asking them to choose from them. Giving
readymade solutions or fighting on their behalf
would not help. The children could be asked to
relate the problem situation to their character
and think about how the character would
respond.

The parents could enable the children to think
rationally by questioning and challenging their
negative thoughts.

The parents could create an emotional
thermometer by drawing emojis that the child
knows and asking the child to grade his / her
emotions using the thermometer.

Parents should be good role models and
practice the behaviours which they want their
children to follow. They must avoid
discrepancies between what is said and what is
done.

Parents must acknowledge the problems and
assure their children that they are capable of
solving them.

Parents must give age-appropriate information
tothe children without trying to hide anything.
Parents must avoid cryingin front of the child.
The parents must set their priorities and make a
list of things which the child must do and the list
of things that the parents can let go off. Here, the
parents were given some time to think about
these lists.

The parents could involve the children in
household work such as cleaning the
vegetables.

The parents must be mindful and not discuss




problems in front of the children as they can
understand the tone even if they do not
understand the content.

Parents must avoid responding to the children
when they know that they are trying to provoke
them by indulging in activities that are not
particularly appreciated.

Instead of telling the children what not to do, the
parents must tell the children what to do and give
appropriate options. The parents should ensure
that the choices being given to the children are
basically acceptable to themselves, suiting the
safety and disciplinary needs of the child.

The parents were asked to keep distractions away
from the children, give them timely breaks and
stay calm.

The speaker told the parents that good parenting is
eventually based on trial and error and that they
should stop feeling guilty about their parenting
mistakes. Here, the parents were also asked to list
down the takeaways from the session and were given
time forthe same.

The session for the Pre-Primary section had around
246 views while that for the Primary section had over
500 views each and ended with the proposal of the
vote of thanks by the respective supervisors of the
sections.

As per the feedback received, the session was liked by
all due to the rich content, activity-based
presentation and simple language.

It was based on
the topic of 'The factors causing stress amongst
students, especially during the current times, and the
probable solutions to theissues’.

The session began with the speaker talking about the
typical age-related milestones among adolescents,
namely the physical, psychological, cognitive,
emotional, and social ones, and the behavioural and
physical changes associated with the same.

She then spoke about the definition of stress and the
difference between eustress and distress and that
about acute stressand chronic stress.

The speaker also informed the parents about the
probable stressors causing stress among adolescents
which include relationships and breakups, peer
pressure, broken friendships, making decisions about
class subjects, exam stress, parental expectations,
and competition, which results in symptoms such as
headaches, frequent infections, fatigue, skin
problems, over thinking inability to solve simple
problems, impaired judgements and negativity, loss
of appetite, impaired sleep cycles, anger
management issues, inability to cope with emotions,
loss of confidence, over-dependence, fussiness,
irritability, and self-isolation.

She also highlighted the fact that while some people
may fight the situation, others may take up a flight
approach and runaway from the situation.

The speaker talked about how COVID 19 has led to the
cancellation of board exams and breaks in the
children's routines, leaving the children confused,
anxious, insecure, and not being able to make sense of
the situation.




Mrs. Patole suggested the following measures to be
taken, in order to maintain good mental health in
children.

1. Recognize and address the fears that the children
are going through.

2. Tellthe child that feeling the way the child is feeling
is normal and natural and assure him / her that
they have the capability to overcome the situation.

3. Parents must avoid giving false information and
admit in front of the child if they are unaware of
some things.

4. Parents must set a routine for the children and
follow it meticulously to give them a sense of
security.

5. Parents must ensure a healthy diet, enough sleep
and regular exercise for their children.

6. Parents must serve as good role models for their
children and follow the behaviour which they want
their children to follow.

7. The children could be engaged in hobbies such as
drawing and listening to music, which could be
soothing to their minds.

8. The parents could set up a forum where the
anxieties of all family members are discussed.

9. The parents must acknowledge the experiences of
the children and allow them to express their
emotionsfreely.

10.The parents could encourage the children to
maintain cognitive diaries and journal their
thoughts in order to recognize their own
emotions.

11. The parents need to be tolerant towards the
mistakes of the children, stay composed and
supportive and explain to them where they have
gone wrong rather than reprimanding them.

12. Meditation and Yoga may help children to deal
with their stress.

13. Humouracts as asoothing agent for most people

The speaker highlighted the red flags to identify that

the childis stressed. Those were as follows: -

1. Sudden and significant changes in behaviour such

as withdrawal, disinterest, nightmares, and

memory issues like forgetfulness caused by

constant engagement with screens like playing

games.

Ongoingirritability and rage.

Low mood.

Frequent petty fights.

Inability to focus.

Destructive thoughts towards self and others.

The speaker also highlighted the ill-effects of

excessive use of devices, which included -

1. Dryeyesandweightgain.

2. Impairedsleepcycle.

3. Reduced attentionspan.

4. Nerve damage and orthopedic issues related to
the neck, fingers, and hands.

5. Reduced family time and impaired social life.

As remedies to prevent the overuse of devices, she

proposed the following points -

1. Setusagelimits.

2. Keepdevicesincommon places.

3. Allow children to attend the online sessions at the
same place.

4. Discourage the use of devices during homework
time.

5. Giveregularbreaks.

6. Screen time should be negotiated with outdoor
activities and parents must lead by example.

The session ended with the vote of thanks proposed

by the Supervisor of the secondary section. The

sessionreceived over 1500 views.

Report of Acupressure session for parents and

students

Ms. Kulkarni began her talk on Acupressure and its
importance. She stated that acupressure promotes
wellness and rejuvenation by accessing and
addressing the vital energies of the body. Acupressure
uses touch on specific points to release and rebalance
energy flows through the body. Specific point
combinations are held with firm, gentle finger
pressure as the body, mind, and spirit return to
balance. It addresses common symptoms easily and
effectively, with no harsh side effects.

The session introduced parents, teachers and
students simple to learn, easy to perform and are
supportive for physical, mental, emotional, and
spiritual health without prior bodywork experience.
She introduced the listeners to important
acupressure points on different body parts along with
the relative acupressure activities which can be used
at home. Following acupressure points were shared
by her:

Pressure points to relieve stress and anxiety and
problemsinthe digestive system

The point is located in the webbing between the
thumb and the index finger. Also pressing the tip of
the baby finger and the thumb relaxes the mind.
Stimulating this point helps in reducing muscle
tension andrelieving stress.

readers would still be the time spent as children in
watching the sparrows build their nests in some
corner of the house. | remember spending days and
nights together, watching the sparrows struggle to
collect the twigs, wires, threads, leaves and cotton
and build beautiful nests for their young ones. With
utmost admiration about its industrious nature |
would be eager to see its eggs and then the cute little
birds without feathers hatching out of those eggs,
now fit to get exposed to this new world, filled with
new experiences and challenges. Unaware of the
terms ‘oviparous’ and ‘viviparous’ at that point in
time, merely being a witness to life coming into form
was an absolute treat.

The second bird which attracted our attention
was the ‘Bulbul’. Perhaps the name by itself was easy
to remember, but the song 'Yamunechya Kathi kiti
Bulbul astil' , helped to proliferate the process of
memorization and also establish an association
between the rivers and birds.

The famous song which would often play on
the radio ‘Eka talyat hoti badke pile surekh’ also
fascinated us as it was a musical representation of the
often heard story ‘ the ugly duckling’” and made us
admire the beauty with which it swims in the ponds.

Russia Ukraine conflict

On 24th of February this year, Russia invaded
Ukraine. Why did this war start?

Russia and Ukraine were once a part of the
Soviet Union (USSR) that broke up in 1991. Before that
there was a state of cold war between USSR and USA.
It was a condition in which there was tension between
the two sides but no actual war. A war could have
broken out at any time. USSR was a communist
country and USA was, and still is, a capitalist country.
Thiswas the cause of the tensions.

USSR had an alliance called the Warsaw Pact
and USA had an alliance called North Atlantic Treaty
Organization (NATO). Many countries were a part of
these alliances. These were basically military
alliances. As per these alliances, an attack on one
nation was treated as an attack on all the nations in
the alliance. If such an attack happened, all the
nations in the alliance would support the attacked
nation with their military might.

After the breakup of USSR, the Warsaw pact
was dissolved. But NATO continued to exist and
expand in Europe and other parts of the world. Slowly,
many countries that had broken away from USSR
joined NATO. Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia are some
such countries. Georgia is also likely to follow. Some
other countries like Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan,
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Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan entered into individual
cooperation with USA.

Russia along with Belarus, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan and Armenia
formed the Central Security Treaty Organization.
These countries have enhanced their military
cooperation.

Ukraine has been close to NATO for a long time.
This has been a cause of tension between Russia and
Ukraine. Initially, Ukraine government decided
against joining NATO but in 2019, their parliament
voted in favour of closer ties to NATO. There is also a
possibility of Ukraine joining NATO. This alarmed
Russia. A country in its neighbourhood joining NATO
would mean American troops, missiles and fighter
planes will be near to Russia and this is a threat to
Russia’s security. Out of the former Soviet countries,
Ukraine has the largest military after Russia.

Russia has been objecting to NATO expansion
in its neighbourhood for long. But the possibility of
Ukraine joining NATO is seen as a direct threat by
Russia. In 2014, Russia captured the Crimea region of
Ukraine. Russia also supported separatist movement
in Donbas where there are many Russian citizens.

The tension between the two countries
increased after the 2019 election by the Ukrainian
parliament. Finally, on 24th February 2022, Russia
attacked Ukraine to prevent it from joining NATO. The
war led to a lot of deaths and destruction. Belarus is
also involved in the war on the side of Russia. Many
countries have boycotted Russia and Russian sports
teams have been banned from international events.

Almost 20,000 Indian students trapped in
Ukraine were rescued by the government of India in
‘Operation Ganga'.

Soon | could identify them by
sound, and speaking of which, these birds can make
different sounds, which are of an unimaginable
variety. | started reading about them and going to
nearby places like our local hilland the nearby river for
photography. | have been doing bird watching and

... Around September 2019, during the rainy seasonin
which birds are active (and disappear when it starts
raining and appear some time later) the sunbirds,
which are really small, nectarine birds, are seen more
commonly. Around this season the birds lay their
eggs, and hence examples of brood parasites are
seen. Brood Parasites are birds which lay their eggs in
some other bird's nest and the victim bird has to raise
the parasites' young ones along with its own. Birds like
Koels and Cuckoos are brood parasites and the
common Asian Koel, known for its melodious song,
often lay eggs in some unsuspecting crow's nest. | saw
this too! A crow visited our kitchen window every day
to drink water. Sometime later, the crow brought its
chicks to drink water to us. Along with, the crow
brought a small koel as well! As birds leave their
parent's nests after they grow up, the koel wanted to
leave the crow's nest as well. But as the chicks were
too small to fly, the crow would not let the koel fly
away as the crow mistook the koel was its chick.
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During summer, the birds become even more active
and summer is suitable for photography as there is
sufficient lighting. Around this time, a small tailorbird
(famous for its technique of sewing leaves together to
make a nest) was sleeping under a leaf on the branch
of an Audumbar tree right next to our window. The
leaf barely measures 10 cm, and it fit perfectly
underneath in it! It came exactly at 7 p.m. and left
exactlythe momentit was 6inthe morning!

Few days ago, a strange crow appeared who had only
one leg. Thatis really sad, but it must have lost a leg in
some raptor attack. Yet, the crow was managing and
surviving even though it is hard for birds like crows to
sustain as they need to catch small animals and
insects. It was struggling to survive and being
victorious too. Birds adapt surprisingly well to such
catastrophes. The crow used its wings to balance itself
as it perches on the branch. | keep a bowl of water on
my kitchen window for the birds. | saw how valiantly it
struggled for a few days so that it could balance itself
on the flat surface. Now it has learnt how to do that
and comes regularly a few times throughout the day

There were also moments of disgust when |
saw an Indian Grey Hornbill up close banging a big fat
caterpillar on a branch to kill it before eating it! But
equally satisfying and joyful is to listen regularly to the
sweet and melodious songs of the Bulbuls and
flycatchers interspersed with the chirping of Mynas
and sparrows. You should also start watching birds
and lamsure you will enjoy that experience.
